SCOTT STAPLER 

ALABAMA BASKETBALL ACADEMY 

Bill Peterson enters his 4th 
season with the Bucks.  He 
is widely known as one of 
the top player develop-
ment coaches in the NBA.  
Prior to the Bucks, he was 
the Assoc. Head Coach at 
Colorado State.  Before 
CSU, Peterson was the 
player development coach 
for the Dallas Mavericks 

from ‘98-’00.  He worked with Dirk Nowitzki 
and Steve Nash.  Before Dallas, Bill was the Head 
Coach at UA-Huntsville, Union (KY) College, & 
asst. coach at McNeese St. (LA) 

Ronnie Stapler’s career 
spans four decades in the 
state of Alabama.  He  has 
won two 6A State Cham-
pionships, led teams to five 
Final Fours, and three Elite 
Eights. He has been named 
Coach of the Year 14 
times, coached three 6A 
Players of the Year, two 
Alabama Mr. Basketball 

winners, and won over 600 games.  He was Head 
Boy’s Coach at Grissom High School for 33 years, 
and Guntersville High School for 6 years, and is 
now the Head Girl’s Coach at Randolph School.  
In 2008, he founded the Alabama Basketball 
Academy in Huntsville. 

 

FEATURED SPEAKERS 

Michael Curry is the Associate 
Head Coach of the 76ers.  Prior 
to Philly, he was the Head 
Coach of the Pistons for 1 sea-
son and led them to the playoffs.  
Before joining the coaching 
ranks, Curry was the Vice Presi-

dent of the NBA D-
League and NBA VP for 
Operations.  Curry played 
in Europe and  11 seasons 

in the NBA with 6 different teams.  He was the 
President of the Player’s Association for 4 years.  
He played collegiately at Georgia Southern.  

Bob Hoffman enters his 4th 
season at Mercer.  His high 
scoring offense has made the 
Bears a favorite in the  A-Sun 
Conference.  Prior to Mercer, 
Bob was the head coach of the 
Rio Grande NBA D-League 
franchise.  He was an asst. at 
the University of Oklahoma 
and helped lead them to back 
to back NCAA appearances.  

He was the head coach at TX-Pan American for 5 
seasons.  Bob was the Head Coach at Okla. Baptist 
for 9 seasons where his teams averaged 90+ points.  
He started in college as the head women’s coach at 
Southern Nazarene and won the NAIA Champion-
ship 1989.  Career record of 448-220.  An out-
standing teacher, known for his offensive philoso-
phy.
